2010/2011 Lakeland Village Community Club Budget

The budget committee has met and finalized their budget recommendations to the Lakeland Village Community Club
Board and the board has approved the proposed 2010/11 budget with no increase in annual dues which will remain
at $151 per year.

The total operating budget for 2010/2011 is forecast to be $136,794 with an additional $10,000 allotted to capital
expense with appropriated capital items being approved by the Board as the need arises.

The forecasted revenue from dues and various other income items for 2010/2011 is $137,200 based on 891
homes/condos/lots at the annual rate of $151. _Estimated “cash on hand” as of April 1, 2010 is $62,206. $11,000
was spent on capital projects in the 2009-2010 year which includes new office computer, major clean-up and repairs
at the beach, and two additional security cameras . The budget committee and the club Accountant, recommends
the cash on hand should not be less than $30,000.00 at all times. | would like to thank the budget committee
consisting of Scotty Ray, Gordon Anderson, and Joanne Quiring for their time and effort in preparing the 2010/2011
budget proposal.
