2.   
Instructions

2.1       An approved project permit application is required prior to project activity; including tree removal, clearing, grading, and road building; construction; remodeling or repair affecting exterior appearance; and installation of golf ball netting, docks, floats, fencing, dog runs, or other exterior changes to the property.

2.2
What to Submit. Along with this Project Permit Application, you must submit, where applicable, the 
following:
· the elevation pages of a dimensioned building plan (one set)
· landscape plan;

· a dimensioned site plan, location lot lines, setbacks, residence, decks, appurtenant outbuildings, clearing, driveway, parking area, heat pump, propane tank, temporary sanican, fencing, dog run, all evergreen trees noting which will remain and which will be removed, and all other activity subject to permitting requirements.

3.  Process
· Arrange to meet with an Architectural Control Committee (ACC) representative before you submit your application, to clarify procedures and rules.  A copy of the Project Permit Guidelines and Resolutions are available in the Community Club office.  Submit your Project Permit Application.

· At the time you submit your application, or before, mark the property lines.  Stake location of all buildings and other project activity.  Flag, with surveyor’s tape, all trees and vegetation which will remain after clearing.

· An ACC representative will inspect the site.  Arrange to meet with the representative for the inspection.

· The application will be reviewed by the ACC.

· If you receive a permit, it will be posted on the property.

· Any changes affecting exterior appearance or dimensions must be approved under a separate Project Permit Application.

· Upon completion of the project, notify the ACC, which will inspect for compliance.  If possible, arrange to be present for the inspection.  If corrections are necessary, you will be notified of what is required, and a timetable.

4.  Information for Applicants
· Builders and subcontractors’ signs must be removed within 30 days after occupancy.

· Debris from lot clearing must be hauled away.  All other burning must comply with local and state requirements.

· Do not trespass on property of others.

· Do not begin any work without approval of the ACC.  Exterior finish and landscaping must be completed within 12 months of the start date.  After that time, the permit will expire.  The start date must be within 6 months of the issuance of the permit.

· No variances from the covenants and/or resolutions will be allowed unless authorized by the LakeLand Village Board of Trustees.  Approval is subject to securing state and local approval for aspects of the project requiring such approval.

5.  Agreement

By signing this application, I agree to abide by all covenants, articles, by-laws, regulations, resolutions, and the project permit guidelines of the LakeLand Village Community Club and that I have read all such rules, or have had the opportunity to do so, and waive my right to read them.  I assume all responsibility for work performed by myself, my contractors, subcontractors, or anyone else who works on the project.  I agree to abide by all terms and conditions of this permit and approval.

The genesis of LakeLand Village covenants is found in the philosophy that the community was


intended to be maintained in a natural condition, as close to its original vegetative state as possible,


but controlled to present a neat, pleasing effect.  The framers of our covenants intended that


LakeLand lots be cleared only to the extent necessary to accommodate residential dwellings,


garages, storage sheds, and  leaving the remainder of the lot, insofar as possible,


close to a natural state.  They envisioned residences nestled amid a natural setting of trees and


native flora.  Foremost was the desire that a maximum number of beautiful, healthy evergreen trees


be retained wherever possible.
